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	Literacy

We will begin this year looking at basic skills in literacy, working on punctuation (in its advanced form) and grammar and how to apply it in their writing. 

From here, we will start our new text: Star of Fear, Star of Hope by Jo Hoestlandt. Set during the World War II Nazi occupation of France, this sensitive and poignant portrayal of the Holocaust is told through the story of a powerful friendship that explores fear and hope. The outcome from this unit will be to write a flashback of the events within the story.

	Mathematics

In Year 5, the children will be beginning the year looking at Place Value and how the number system works. They will then move on to the four fundamental operations of arithmetic and how to apply them in the mastery form.
In Year 6, we will briefly look at Place Value and then move on to recalling and applying written methods to solve addition, subtraction, multiplication and division equations. The children will also become more familiar with arithmetic and guided reasoning style questions in preparation for SATs.
	Reading 
This term, we have the pleasure of reading the heart-warming story ‘Wonder’ by R. J Palacio. We will be reading it for pleasure throughout the week in addition to studying certain sections in detail for our Guided Reading sessions. The main skills will be finding the most relevant quotes to explain their views, making predictions and considering the effects of authorial choices. 
Comprehension sessions (using a wide range of texts) will take place once a week also based upon the key VIPERS skills (please see Reading menu for more info). The children will regularly be encouraged to read for pleasure and discuss books with one another in class.

	RE

During this term, the children will be learning about Humanism and what they believe about the origins of the universe. They will compare the Humanist view to the Christian view. During the second half term, the children will learn about how Christmas is celebrated across the world.
	PHSE
The unit for this term is ‘We’re All Stars’ which encourages individuality, acceptance, friendship, cooperation and celebrates themselves.
	French
In the first half term, we are introducing the vocabulary needed to talk about our hobbies. The children will express their own likes and dislikes and learn how to ask others for their opinions. In the second half term, we will learn about the four seasons and discuss seasonal activities.

	Additional information
Spellings this term will change weekly, children will receive homework related to the different spelling rules and spellings tests will take place on a Monday. 
Physical Education lessons will take place on a Wednesday and Friday - swimming will take place for the first half term on a Friday afternoon for year 6. It is an expectation that Upper Key Stage 2 children have their planners in school every day so that they can make a note of any homework, reading or other information they need to remember. Homework will be different for each year group but will still be linked with their learning (links with SATs for Year 6); it will be given out every Thursday to be returned by Tuesday at the latest. 
In addition to this, Timetable Rockstar’s & Reading (at least 3 times per week) is encouraged every week.
